The Spirit of Understanding 
   
The last day of this month marks the feast of Pentecost,—the 
third and final great feast of the Christian year.  The first feast 
(Christmas) has been called the festival of the Father, since it 
celebrates the Father’s sending of His incarnate Son into the 
world and the second great feast (Easter) has been called the 
festival of the Son because it celebrates Jesus’ victory over 
sin, Satan, death, and hell, accomplished in His perfect life 
and His innocent suffering and death, being confirmed and 
proclaimed in His glorious resurrection from the dead.  It’s  
only natural, then, that the third great feast (Pentecost) would 
be called the festival of the Spirit, since it is at Pentecost that 
we celebrate the Spirit’s presence among us in the Gospel of 
Christ. 
  
God’s Holy Spirit is markedly different from what the apostle 
Paul calls “the spirit of the world.”  We have seen this “spirit of 
the world” all to clearly over the past number of weeks—the 
spirit of confusion, uncertainty, fear, panic, and at times even 
hysteria.  “The Spirit who is from God,” on the other hand, 
comforts us and calms us by giving us, through the Gospel, 
the understanding that God is in control, that He is concerned 
about out ultimate good (as He has made clear in the life and 
ministry of Christ), and that He will see us through whatever 
we must endure until our Savior returns again in glory. 
  
In the midst of uncertainty the Spirit reminds us that all is well 
for us, no matter how things may appear, because the Christ 
who overcame everything did it for us.
