 1Now I would remind you, brothers, of the gospel I preached to you, which you received, in which 
you stand, 2and by which you are being saved, if you hold fast to the word I preached to you—unless 
you believed in vain. 
 3For I delivered to you as of first importance what I also received: that Christ died for our sins in 
accordance with the Scriptures, 4that He was buried, that He was raised on the third day in 
accordance with the Scriptures, 5and that He appeared to Cephas, then to the twelve. 6Then He 
appeared to more than five hundred brothers at one time, most of whom are still alive, though some 
have fallen asleep. 7Then He appeared to James, then to all the apostles. 8Last of all, as to one 
untimely born, He appeared also to me. 9For I am the least of the apostles, unworthy to be called an 
apostle, because I persecuted the church of God. 10But by the grace of God I am what I am, and His 
grace toward me was not in vain. On the contrary, I worked harder than any of them, though it was 
not I, but the grace of God that is with me.

2And very early on the first day of the week, when the 
sun had risen, they went to the tomb. 3And they were saying to one another, “Who will roll away the 
stone for us from the entrance of the tomb?” 4And looking up, they saw that the stone had been rolled 
back—it was very large. 5And entering the tomb, they saw a young man sitting on the right side, 
dressed in a white robe, and they were alarmed. 6And he said to them, “Do not be alarmed. You seek 
Jesus of Nazareth, who was crucified. He has risen; He is not here. See the place where they laid Him. 
7But go, tell His disciples and Peter that He is going before you to Galilee. There you will see Him, 
just as He told you.” 8And they went out and fled from the tomb, for trembling and astonishment had 
seized them, and they said nothing to anyone, for they were afraid.

If you are unsure and desire a blessing, you are welcome to 
come forward to the rail for a blessing with arms folded. We would be delighted to provide further instruction to move 
you toward communion if you desire to continue to worship with us as we hope you will.

P Our Lord Jesus Christ, on the night when He was betrayed, took bread, and when He had given 
thanks, He broke it and gave it to the disciples and said: “Take, eat; this is My T body, which is 
given for you. This do in remembrance of Me.” 
  
In the same way also He took the cup after supper, and when He had given thanks, He gave it to 
them, saying: “Drink of it, all of you; this cup is the new testament in My T blood, which is shed 
for you for the forgiveness of sins. This do, as often as you drink it, in remembrance of Me.” 

 
P As often as we eat this bread and drink this cup, we proclaim the Lord’s death until He comes.

P O Lord Jesus Christ, only Son of the Father, in giving us Your body and blood to eat and to drink, 

You lead us to remember and confess Your holy cross and passion, Your blessed death, Your rest 
in the tomb, Your resurrection from the dead, Your ascension into heaven, and Your coming for 
the final judgment.
