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Dear Beloved in Christ:

With the celebration of the Reformation of 504 years ago behind us, we now find ourselves looking toward a new
celebration this November 7«. It is on this Sunday that we observe All Saints Day. All Saints’ Day, also called The
Feast of All Saints, is a day commemorating all the saints of the church, both known and unknown, who have been
called home. It is celebrated on November 1 in the Western churches and on the first Sunday after Pentecost in the

Eastern churches.

The origin of All Saints’ Day cannot be traced with certainty, and it has been
observed on various days in different places. A feast of all martyrs was kept
on May 13 in the Eastern church according to Ephraem Syrus (died c. 373),
which may have determined the choice of May 13 by Pope Boniface IV when
he dedicated the Pantheon in Rome as a church in honor of the Virgin Mary
and all martyrs in 609. The first evidence for the November 1 date of
celebration and of the broadening of the festival to include all saints as well
as all martyrs occurred during the reign of Pope Gregory Il (731-741), who
dedicated a chapel in St. Peter’s, Rome, on November 1 in honor of all saints.
In 800 All Saints’ Day was kept by Alcuin on November 1, and it also appeared
in a 9th-century English calendar on that day. In 837 Pope Gregory
IV ordered its general observance.

Here at Bethel and Zion Evangelical Lutheran Churches, we honor those
loved ones related to our congregations and have been called home during
the past year. And while it is clear and true that we miss them all very
deeply, we also rejoice in the knowledge of their being in the presence of
the Most High!

We also now find ourselves quickly approaching the Holiday Season. It is
amazing how quickly it comes! During all the hustle and bustle of the
season, make sure you keep in heart and mind the true reason for the
season. The celebration of the birth of our Lord and Savior Jesus
Christ. Slow down this year so you can be still and know that He is God. Be
satisfied in and enjoy the “little things” in life this season and then let that
become a habit that will bless you the rest of your life.
